Deb Vingle (Helpmate) – They received a recovery grant through VOCA. It has allowed them to hire someone to be available on Wednesdays for the Latino population until the money runs out.

Jenny Sliker (YWCA – New Choices) – They have 2 year funding for their “women to women” program. The drop in child care continue and they plan to increase the times by 30 minutes before and after (i.e. 7:30 – 12:30). They hope this can help women going to ABTech and UNCA take classes. 
Ramona Hovey (S.O.S Mission – St. Paul’s Church) – (1) Safe Haven Visitation is available. Call her for more information. (2) The Overcomers Recover Support group meets on Tuesday nights. Go to www.recoverysupport.org for more information.
Erin Wilson (Pisgah Legal Services) – Julie with PLS sent out an email which we read to the group. He explained the information as well. Basically, defendants can not be criminally charged with violating an Ex Parte Order, they can only be charged with violating the one year order after opportunity for hearing. Erin says they hope to fix this by August.

Kathleen Balogh (NCCFW/DV Commission) – Legislation update was sent to everyone by email. School Violence Prevention Act (Bully Act) – Passed , sent to Governor for signature. Stalking Law – Passed by Senate and House, Signed by Governor. A current list of Abuser treatment groups is now available on-line at their website. http://www.nccfwdvc.com/ 
Ladonna Norton (Mission Hospital) – The Albermarle conference had to be cancelled due to financial reasons. 
Amy Saunooke (Bunc. Co DSS) – She went to the four day DV conference in Greensboro. She discussed a few things she learned including “one-stop shopping” with many DV services under one roof. We had discussed a similar concept under CAC. 
Janice Loggins (Bunc. Co DA's Office) – If you have a victim and you have something you want said on the first appearance, let Janice know – even if you have to leave a message on the phone.

Leah Perkinson (OUR VOICE) – She is here to discuss the Buncombe County Sexual Violence Prevention Task Force. The task force conducted a survey of 575 people and showed that prevention of adolescents is important. The task force is planning a community forum this fall. They wish to present the results of the survey and get the community involved in how to address the violence. She brought a sample brochure to give us ideas of the agenda which could include a keynote speaker or breakout groups. Leah is moving to NCCADV and will not be with OUR VOICE for the fall, so someone else will be taking over this forum.
People in our group gave ideas of who she should include: law enforcement in outlying areas – Woodfin, BM, Biltmore Forest, also AHope, Women At Risk, Room at the Inn, EMS, ABTech, UNCA, Montreat College. Kathleen  mentioned that Tony Porter will be in Jackson county one week this fall. If she is thinking of him, she needs to contact him soon.
Next meeting is August 14, 2009. Facilitator will be YWCA and Helpmate.
