ANNOUNCEMENTS & UPDATES
Julie Klipp Nicholson (Pisgah Legal Service) – (1)They are almost at the end of the capital challenge campaign. They need their pledges by 9/30/09 to betsy@pisgahlegal.org. (2) The general assembly acted quickly regarding the ex parte PO. Now, in NC, the ex parte PO is valid and can be criminally enforced. 
Kathleen Balogh (NCCFW/DV Commission) – (1) Legislation update was sent around the table. Two bills were signed – SB1062 (Strengthen DVPO/Pets) and SB526/HB548 (School Violence Prevention Act). Some bills are still pending with Senator Nesbitt as the chair: SB227/HB151 (DV Funds), SB1064/HB860 (Establish FV &Child Custody Committee), SB223/HB15 (Joint DV Committee/Recommendations), SB144 (Limit liability/DV Shelters), SB140 (Amend Domestic Criminal Trespass), SB534/HB177 (Healthy Family/Healthy Workplace Act), SB125/HB176 (Housing Trust Fund Appropriation) (2) American Humane Society offers a grant for housing for pets at local shelters. Renee Collette (Mission Hospital) – (1) HB1342 has been passed which allows a kit to be collected and the victim (and insurance) will not be billed. The evidence will be retained for one year so they can decide if they want to do anything. Renee reviewed the options a victim has upon coming into being examined. (2) New on-line SANE program, then 2 day classes (can be in Asheville).

Deb Vingle (Helpmate) – She sent a query out asking if there was a need for mail confidentiality application training? It sounds like there is. Julie said she discovered that lawyers should not do this. 

OCTOBER EVENTS
Leah Perkinson, who was with Our VOICE, is now with NCCADV. Serene is now coordinating the Our VOICE community meeting with Jenny and Elizabeth. The current event is scheduled at MAHEC for October 15 with Tony Porter as keynote speaker. It will be free for the community and a fee connected with CEU’s. A grant will pay for the keynote speaker fees. 
Jenny reviewed the potential activities to have during the Week without Violence. Some potential items are the Silent Walk, a community dinner, a candelight vigil and the reading of names. We discussed whether to have the walk at YWCA or downtown (thinking visibility). She has access to the kitchen if we decide to have a dinner.  They wondered what time it gets dark in October? Kathleen knows of a place on Market Street that we could rent out for a dinner ‘The Venue’ if we are interested. We can discuss more on this next month.
