SPEAKER ON COORDINATED COMMUNITY RESPONSE (CCR)
Leah Perkinson, with NCCADV discussed CCR. Attached are the handouts she from the meeting. (PLEASE REVIEW THE THOROUGH HANDOUTS LEAH MADE. THEY ARE VERY GOOD – I won’t be repeating what is already there.) 

A good resource for CCR is Kathy Hodges, located in Chatham county. Her email is kgh@mindspring.com. She has been part of CCRs for 13 years. There are 39 CCRs in North Carolina and just two are funded by the Delta project (this is a clarification from the meeting). The initial funding for the CCR came from the CDC but other funding/grants are available.  

In a CCR, it needs an individual leader with time to devote towards coordinating it. It may be difficult to find this person among our own group because we seem to have little time outside our job to do this. Funding may help in this situation – to fund a position. 

In our discussion, some people said we may have some informal processes in place in Buncombe county. But we need more formalization of these processes. Our coalition did look at CCR in the past and made a flow chart, but it seemed to stop there. 
We discussed the road blocks to a CCR: resources and time, agency resistance to the idea, lack of funding. Some of these we may be able to overcome, but some may be more difficult. 
Someone wondered if the CCR was incorporated with individual agencies or parent organization or was it nonprofit? Leah will find out and let us know.

If a core group in our coalition was interested in a CCR, they could meet and work on this, possibly pursue funding. Julie is interested in participating – Deb has expressed interest in the past (she is unable to attend the meeting today). We can discuss this further. 
Next meeting is October 9, 2009. Facilitator will be MAHEC.
