Julie brings up the discussion regarding EMERGENCY PO:
In Buncombe County, if someone needs a PO, they go to the clerk of court from 9-5 Monday through Thursday or 9-2 on Friday. What happens if there is a need for an emergency PO on the weekend? (Right now they wait until Monday) Julie has approached Judge Cash about this. He does not see the need for magistrates to provide emergency PO on the weekend because law enforcement can arrest to offending person. 
Julie saw this as a challenge to show there IS a need. We have low attendance today, so Helpmate and Mission Hospitals are not able to provide insight into this. Is Helpmate tracking this information already or could they? What about Mission ER? Would letters from the community agencies help? Julie is willing to contact Helpmate, Mission, 211, NCCADV to gather information and take it back to Judge Cash. 
Coalition Goals for 2010:

1. Documenting if/when a PO is given
2. Address reconciliation of abusers/victims to decrease repeat offenders

a. For example, reunification after 26 weeks, “what happens next?”

b. How are we helping (the family) have a healthy relationship?
