ANNOUNCEMENTS & UPDATES

Julie Klipp Nicholson (Pisgah Legal Service) – (1)They are currently hiring a DV/Social Worker/screener. An email went out to the group about this. Alex Gomes is on a mini sabatical. FACILITATOR – We confirmed future facilitators for the year. Janice is scheduled for June and is able to facilitate that month. SPEAKER – HEADING IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION (HIRD) 
HIRD offers a number of services to boys and adolescents – a level III group home,  intense in-home services or outpatient therapy. 

The intense in-home services for boys ages 3-17 is offered by a team of 3 professionals, which include a licensed therapist and two Qualified Professionals (QP) or a QP and a Associate Professional (AP). Depending upon the situation, the child can have 3-5 months of therapy to prevent out of home placement. The boy must have Medicaid, Health Choice or IPRS funding and an Axis I or II diagnosis, be at risk of being placed out of the home or have not much outside support AND must be willing to participate in their program. Therapy includes individual/family therapy, parenting, coping skills, communication, etc. Call Angela Austin 252-6356 to make a referral.
The Level III group home is for boys ages 9-17. They have 4 beds in the facility with 24/7 coverage and 2 staff available at all times. It is usually DJJ (Dept Juvenile Justice) and court ordered for them to be there. They must have Medicaid and an Axis I or II diagnosis. It is a 120 day service (depending upon their needs) and have therapy in the facility and it is offered after leaving. Therapy includes coping skills, independent living skills and other skills to be with family and the community. Call Susan Linehan 665-7617 to make a referral.

Continued outpatient therapy is for individual, family and group therapy. They contract with Dr. Pamela Lowe in Hendersonville for medication management.
