ANNOUNCEMENTS & UPDATES

Kathleen Balogh (NCCFW) – (1) Their name has changed, removing DV Commission off their name. (2) Latest legislative budget update: money for DV and SA remains the same. There is a slight decrease on the administrative side which means Kathleen gains a county. (3) NCCFW IS FACILITATING THE AUGUST MEETING – REP JANE WHILDEN (HD116) WILL ATTEND IN AUGUST AS A SPEAKER. People can come prepared, bring a list, explain their agency, etc.
Julie Klipp Nicholson (Pisgah Legal Service) – (1)Lynn is the new DV attorney at PLS. She will work with battered immigrants. Lily is a DV screener at PLS. They have hired a bilingual court advocate (Gabriella). 

Laura Eschelman (NCGV) – She will be moving to Colorado to attend school, so this is the last meeting she will attend. We wished her well. 
Anne Parker (Allergy Partners of WNC) - The ABCPFV maps are available today to our group, and explained to the new people. They are a little out of date since a few agencies have moved. We need to use these before any new ones can be printed. PLS, NCCFW and the DA’s office can use some. I will try to get some at the next meeting.
Exparte Orders – Victims can get an emergency exparte order after 5pm on weekdays, before 5am weekdays and all weekend. It is available at the Magistrates office. It is only valid until the next business day, when they are seen in court, and then they can get a 10 day PO.  We brainstormed how this will affect all the agencies involved and how best to educate everyone. Someone suggested using a checklist. 

Link between DV and substance/alcohol abuse

Colleen Welty with The Relationship Center discussed the link between alcohol, substance abuse and dependency. At TRC, they take a thorough history at their intake. She says it is not cause and effect, but has seen it is present. She passed around many articles, including one on womens rural advocacy programs and reasons why alcohol abusers commit partner abuse. Then the questions to ask are Is it present in the relationship and How does it affect the relationship? 
We had an interesting time with a fire alarm with the hospital – which interrupted Colleen’s presentation. Then we were running out of time in the meeting!

Life Center of Galax

Kristin Nutt talked about her drug and alcohol abuse treatment center, located in Galax Virginia. They have the following programs: dual-diagnosis (substance abuse and co-existing psychiatric problem), DUI/DWI programs, opiate recovery, chronic pain and addiction. They provide transportation TO THEIR FACILITY in Virginia. They can take court ordered, insurance and self referred patients, all assessed by telephone 24/7 and offer after-care. They have 103 beds with some partial/step-down beds. They accept patients age 18 and older. Telephone number is 1-800-345-6998 and website www.galaxrecovery.com
