ANNOUNCEMENTS & UPDATES

Lindsay Carver (ARP-Prevention) – They are now ARP Prevention, not ARP Phoenix. 

Kathleen Balogh (NCCFW) – Her organization now covers 20 counties, they gained a county.
Amy Saunooke (Bunc. Co DSS) – She discussed the moving around of county services into different county buildings. For example, the primary care services of the health department is now at WNCCHS. Some of the buildings are still having construction done. 
Julie Klipp Nicholson (Pisgah Legal Service) – September 3rd is when the new weekend and after hour protective orders will start. 
Lois Bernard (Child Abuse Prevention Services) – They are interviewing for Mary McDonough’s position. (prevention education). 
SPEAKER FOR THE MEETING

Representative Jane Whilden is the NC House of Representative for the 116th District. This area includes the south side of Buncombe county, then Enka, Candler, Woodfin and around the lake. She wants to listen to ideas that we have to see how she can help us. This is a time for “tweaking a law” or writing a law, not money changing time. Her contact information is jane.whilden@ncleg.net for those who were at the meeting or those unable to attend.
(1) We discussed an email sent by Laura Eschelman (NCGV) regarding SB 928. It wants to remove the duty to retreat. A copy of the email was given to Jane to look into further. 
(2) CAPS brought up the frustration they see when their victim is a child, they go to court and the judge gives joint custody to both parents. They realize that both parents must be in agreement for counseling. Discussion took place regarding this by a few of the agencies. DSS discussed the difference between imminent threat and the paperwork process involved.

- Is it a crime to commit DV in front of children? Yes. Information is being sent in regarding this because DSS is getting reports. 

(3) Julie with PLS brought up 50b in rural counties. If a victim takes out a 50b, but the victim and offender later reconcile, they’ve been charging the victim with aiding and abetting the abuser. She is asking for Jane to look into the wording of the PO – especially at “a person who knowingly violates”.

(4) Julie with PLS brought up an issue about teen dating violence. A minor must get a custodial parent to obtain a PO in Buncombe county, but what if the parents are not involved in their life? There needs to be some clarification in the statute for this possibility.
(5) Julie with PLS also brought up the 50b and same-sex partnership/dating. They do not have the same protections since the statute says “opposite sex” when it refers to living together or dating. This population can take out a warrant if it is indicated in a DV situation. The wording in the statute can be changed to include this population. 
We thanked Jane for coming to our meeting.
